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OCCUPANCY SENSING

The front passenger seat is equipped with

JOL2588

a sensor that determines if the seat is

occupied by measuring the weight on the

cushion. This information is used to

change the passenger airbag deployment

status.

An indicator light is located on the
passenger fascia. This illuminates when
the passenger airbag is deactivated.

The occupancy sensor operates as

follows:

Seat Passenger | Indicator
occupancy | airbag light
status status active
Completely | Deactivated | No*
empty

Low weight | Deactivated | Yes
occupant/

object

Heavy Activated No
occupant/

object

*It is possible to receive an intermittent
indicator light with an empty seat
condition. This is part of the system’s
adaptive behaviour, and does not affect
the status of the passenger airbag.
However, if the indicator light becomes
permanently illuminated when the seat is
definitely empty, then contact your
nearest Jaguar Dealer/Authorised
Repairer immediately.

WIPERS AND WASHERS

The stalk functions are as follows:
1. Wipers OFF.

2. Intermittent wipe.

3. Normal wiper operation.

4. High speed wiper operation.

5. Intermittent delay collar - rotate to

vary the wipe delay and AUTO wipe.

¢ During frosty conditions, ensure
that AUTO is not selected before
operating the ignition switch as
damage to the wiper blades can
occur when the windscreen is
frozen.

Estate models are fitted with a rear screen
wash/wipe. This is operated by the
right-hand column stalk and only
operates with the ignition in position II.

The stalk functions are as follows:
1. Rear wiper off and parked.

2. Intermittent wipe.

3. Continuous wash and wipe.

If reverse gear is selected, the rear wiper
will operate automatically if the
windscreen wipers are switched on.

Caution: In cold conditions, when frost
may be present on the rear screen, it is
advisable to switch off the windscreen
wipers before selecting reverse gear.
The automatic operation of the rear
wiper may cause damage to the blade
if the screen is heavily frosted.

Pressing the ML/km switch alternately
displays data in metric or imperial units.

A/B

Selects either A or B trip memory. Select
the required data using the column stalk
TRIP button and then pressing A/B will
show the A or B information for that data.

RESET
RESET resets the selected trip to zero.

Resetting the trip computer

At the start of the journey (or series of

journeys) to be recorded, reset the

computer memory to zero as follows:

1. Press the TRIP button on the end of
the left column stalk switch to select a
trip function. The computer will
display either TRIP A: or TRIP B: data.

2. Press the A/B switch to select the trip
(A or B) to be reset.

3. Press the RESET switch and hold for
3 seconds.

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FUEL TYPE
Petrol models - Unleaded 95 RON.

Diesel models - Diesel fuel to EN 590 or
equivalent.

Caution: DIESEL ENGINES - If you
inadvertently fill your vehicle with
petrol instead of diesel, do not attempt
to start the engine. Contact your
Jaguar Dealer/Authorised Repairer
immediately.

Attempting to start the engine with
petrol in the fuel tank will cause
extensive damage to the engine and
fuel system, which will not be covered
by your Jaguar warranty.

Jaguar can accept no responsibility for
any damage caused by running your
vehicle with petrol in the fuel tank.

Diesel engines only: Drivers should
expect above normal fuel consumption
when the engine is new and bedding in.
After a period of time, the fuel
consumption will gradually improve to
expected levels.

Caution: Do not use RME (bio-diesel)
except in the case of proprietary diesel
fuels which contain a mix of up to 5%.

FUEL FILLING
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Pull the fuel filler flap release. This is
located on the floor, outboard of the
driver’s seat, see page 127.

The filler flap is located on the right-hand
side of the vehicle.

Note: Vehicles with a diesel engine have a
yellow filler cap.

For quickness and to completely fill the
tank, ensure that the fuel nozzle rests on
the bottom of the filler neck.

After refuelling, refit the filler cap in the
filler neck and twist the cap clockwise
until it clicks three times. Close the flap,
which automatically locks shut.

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TYRE PRESSURES

dangerous.
